Within the wider European and global context of the First World War, some considered
Britain's difficulty to be Ireland’'s opportunity. This led to cooperation between the
organisers of the Rising and Germany from 1914 onwards. As well as promises of
material support for Irish rebels, Irish prisoners of war in Germany were invited to join
an Irish brigade, organised by Roger Casement, which was intended to fight for Irish
freedom.

As part of Ireland’s 2016 Official Centenary Programme, the Embassy of Ireland is
